Pursuant to the provisions of the New Mexico Non
Profit Corporation Act, the undersigned incorporators,
for the purpose of forming a ngarofit corporation,
adopt the following Articles of Incorporation in
duplicate as follows:

ARTICLE I.



Name

The name of the Corporation shall be INDIAN
NATIONAL FINALS RODEQO, INC. & INDIAN
NATIONAL FINALS RODEO ASSOCIATION INC.

ARTICLE II.
Duration

The period of duration of the Corporation is perpetual.

ARTICLE III.
Purposes and Powers

The purposes which the Corporation is authorized to
pursue are:

1. To encouragepromde, showcaseandadvance the
growth of Indian [Pofessonal Rodeo at an
international level for the educational, economic,
social, and cultureddvancementf North American
Indian peoplsincluding the dates of rodeos, names
of contestants, prize moneydother particulars in
which the members are interested

2. To promote the sport of Indian ProfessionaldRo
through the organization of rodeo everand
advancement of Indian people for mutually benefits.
By ensuring amounts of prize money, require
agreeddesignatecentrance fees be added to prize
money,  secure competent  and honest
judges/officials in all rodeo events, and encourage
cooperation between rodeo contestants and
management of all rodeos which members
participate.



3. To protect against uairnessm the sport of Indian
Professional BRdeo, and by establishment af
positive, historical, credible, consistent, and integral
imagefor members and therganization.

4. To provide scholarships and educational assistance
funds for Indian youth and students, aodconduct,
engage in, and carry on activities and programs
which are organized for educational, charitable, and
athletic purposes, as such terms are defined in
Section501(c)(3) of the United States Internal
Revenue Code of 1954, as from time to time
amerded.

5. To conduct, promote, and produce Indian rodeo
championships and Indian activities in conjunction
with such rodeo events, and to teach and preserve
the traditions of the Indian People.

6. To receive and administer money and property
exclusively for educanal and charitable purposes
and to engage in any activities lawful for a
nonprofit corporation under the laws of the State of
New Mexico and qualified pursuant to Section 501
(c)(3) of the United States of Internal Revenue Code
of 1954, as from time torhe amended.

ARTICLE V1.
Members

The Corporation is organized on a nstnock, non
ownership basis. The membership of this Corporation
shall consist of its Commissioners.



ARTICLE VII.
Board of Commissioners

The affairs of the Corporation shall beanagedoy its
Board of CommissionersCommissioners need not be
residents of New Mexicor Montana The Board of
Commissioners shall comprise such number of
directors, not less than three (3), as shall be fixed from
time to time by the ByLaws. In theabsence of a By
Law fixing the number of commissioners, there shall be
six (6) commissiones. The ByLaws may prescribe
gualifications for Commissioners.

Rodeo Rules at any INFR rodeo or in any matter of
official business.

B1.2.3Consent to Use of Name and LikenessAny

INFR shall have the right, and may permit others as it
see it, to dispense, reproduce, and otherwise use any
such persons name, voice, likeness, biography,
photograph and other pictures in connection with the
advertisement and promotion of an INFR sanctioned
event or the sport of rodeo.

However, such advertiseant andoromotion shall not
be made irconjunction with any statement constituting
an endorsement by such person of any product or
service, unless that persons consent thereto is first
obtained. A member of the INFR who patrticipates in
an INFR sanctionedvent authorizes the INFR to act in

engaging in promotional activities relating to the
conduct of the sport of rodeo.

B1.2.4 Assumption of Risk and Release of Liability
Members acknowledge that rodeo events, including
INFR sanctioned events, are inherently dangerous
activities. Members furtheicknowledge that
participation in an INFR sanctioned event exposes the
participant tasubstantial and serious hazards and risks
of property damage, personal injury and/or death. Each
member, in consideration of his/her membership in the
INFR and his/her beg permitted to participate in an
INFR sanctioned event in amapacity, does by such
membership and participation agreeatsume such
hazards and risk&ach member further agrees to
discharge, waive, release and covenant not to sue,
INFR, INFR Propergs, all INFR sponsors, all
members, and any other INFR sanctioned event
production entity, from all claims, demands and
liabilities for any and all property damage, personal
injury and/ or death arising
participation in an INFR sanctionedent. This
discharge, waiver anglease includes claims, demands
and liabilities that are known or unknown, foreseen or
unforeseen, future or contingent, and includes claims,
demands, and liabilities arising out of negligence of the
parties so releasdxry such member. Furthermore,
where permitted by applicable law, this discharge,
waiver and release also includes claims, demands and
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liabilities arising out of the gross negligence or willful
and wanton negligence of the parties so released. This
dischage, waiver and release alswludeclaims,
demands, and liabilities by a member for indemnities
and contributions arising from property damage,
personal injury and/or death to a third party.

In the event that any provision of this discharge, waiver
andrelease is determined to be invalid for any reason,
such invalidity shall not affect the validity of any of the
other provisia as if this discharge, waiver and release
had been executed with the invalid provision
eliminated.

The undertakings and covensuof the foregoing
provisions shall be binding upon each member, his or
her heirs, legal representatives, successorsasaighs.

CHAPTER 3
CONDUCT RESTRICTIONS AND
DISCIPLINARY ACTION

B3.0 General. Any member who has violated these
Bylaws, the INFR Official Rodeo Rules or any other
rules of the INFR may be subjectreprimand, fine,
ineligibility, suspension, or expulsion pursuant to the
penalties set forth in this Chaptr Penalties shall be
determined by the Commissioners, or any officer or
committee to whom the Commissioners have delegated
such authority.

B3.1 Progressive Fines.In the case of any offense
listed herein with a progressive fine structure the
escalating fine structure shall apply to offenses within
the same rodeo year oninless otherwise decided at
the discretion of the INFR Commissigorovided

however, that if a member is fined for the same offense
three times in the same rodeo year, the escalating fine
structure shall continue into the followingdeo year.
Fines derived from Tour Rodeos shall still be collected
in proceeding years.

B3.2 Offenses The following shall be considered
offenses and shall be punishable by a fine of not less
than$150.00per offense and/or immediate
disqualification from a rodeo, unless otherwise stated

B3.2.1 Failure to Adhere to the Arena Dress Code.

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(including protests or disciplinary actions taken or to be
taken against such members) with the INFR and its
Regions, its affiliated ent#s, directors, officers,
administrative staff and/ or official regarding an
arguable misinterpretation or misapplication of the
INFR Articles of Incorporation, Blaws, Official Rodeo
Rules (including INFR ground rules) or rules or special
events or programadministered by INFR Headquarters
office affecting such member that are the proper subject
matter for grievance shall be resolved through the
grievance procedures outlined in this section.

(a) Procedure Not to Be Used to Contest Judgment
Calls. The grievane procedures outlined in this
section may not be used to challenge or contest
actions or INFR officials involving honest judgment
calls made during rodeo competition that are based
on an official ds personal
circumstances to whicthe judgment call relates;
rather, such judgment calls shall not be grievable.
However, an allegedly erroneous interpretation or
application of theNIFR Articles of Incorporation,
Bylaws, or Official Rodeo Rek (including INFR
ground rules) by a INFR fi€ial shall be proper
subject matter for a grievance, provided the facts
and circumstances underlying such interpretation or
application that are determined by the official based
on his personal observations and judgments in the
matter shall not be subjet question in connection
with any such grievance.

(b) Procedure Not to Be Used to Contest Corporate
Actions. The grievance procedures outlined below
may not be used to challenge or contest corporate
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actions taken or authorized by the INFR
Commission, to cllenge or contest the substantive
content of any provision in the INFR Atrticles of
Incorporation, Bylaws, Official Rodeo Rules
(including INFR rodeo ground rules) and rules of
special events or programs administered by INFR
Headquarter Office, or to regstewvaiver or any
provision of the INFR Articles of Incorporation,
Bylaws, Official Rodeo Rules (including INFR
rodeo ground rules) and rules or special events or
programs administered by INFR Headquarter
Office.

R4.2 Exception in Case 61Injury in First Go -Round

R4.3 No Draw Outs Due to Postponed
Performances Contestants will not be permitted to
draw out because of a postponed performance.

CHAPTER 5
HUMANE TREATMENT OF RODEO ANIMALS

R5.0 General. These rules are intended to enforce the
humane treanent of rodeo animals and shall be in
effect forTour and Region rodeos and any othifFR
sanctioned events. No animal shall be treated
inhumanely

R5.1 Sore, Lame, Sick or Injured Animal. Animals

for all events will be inspected before the draw, amd n
sore, lame, sick or injured animal, or animal with
defective eyesight, shall be permitted in the draw at any
time. Should an animal become sick or incapacitated
between the time it is drawn and the time it is scheduled
to be used in competition, that aral shall not be used

in competition and another animal shall be drawn for
the contestant as provided in the INFR Official Rodeo
Rules.

R5.2 Humane Removal of Injured Animal. Any
injured livestock shall be humanely removed from the
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arena before continugnthe rodeo contest or
performance.

R5.3 Rowels.No locked rowels, or rowels that will

lock on spurs, may be used on bareback or saddle bronc
horses. Spurs must be dulled. Violation of this rule shall
resultin a fine of $250.00.

R5.4 No Sharp Objects inCinch, Saddle, Girth or
Flank Straps. No sharp or cutting objects in cinch,
saddle girth, or flank straps shall be permitted. Flank
straps used for horses must be either sheetiskid or
neoprene lined and shall be of quieitease type.
Sheepskirlined or neoprene lined flank straps shall be
placed on the animal so the lined portion is over both
flanks of the animal. In the bull riding, a soft cotton
rope aleast5 / 8 0 i nis atceptable asa flank
strap and does not require the sheepskin qoreee
lining.

R5.5 Arena.

R5.5.1 Construction of Chutes.Chutes must be
constructed in a manner so as to prevent injury to an
animal. Maintenance men and equipment shall be
available to assist in removal of any animal should it
become necessary.

R5.5.2 Conditions of Arena. The arena shall be as free
as possible of rock, holes and unnecessary obstacles.

R5.5.3 No Small Animals.No small animals or pets
allowed in the arena unless part of a contract act.
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R5.5.4 Removal of Livestockafter Competition.
Livestock must be removed from the arena after each
competition is completed.

R5.5.5 Tie-down Roping. In tie-down roping calves

may not be intentionally flipped backward€ontestant

must adjust rope and reins in such a manner that will
prevent horse frordragging calf.Rope is to be
removed from calfbés body as
approved. Roping calves must be strong and healthy.

R5.5.6 Abuse of Animal.If a member abuses an

animal by any unnecessary noompetitive or
competitive action, helt® may be disqualified for the
remainder of the rodeo and fined $250.00 for the first
offense, with that fine progressively doubling with each
offense thereafter. Judges will immediately inform the
announcer that the contestant has been disqualified and
spectators will be informed of the disqualification due
to unnecessary roughness against livestock.

R5.5.7 Mistreatment of Animal. Any member found
guilty of mistreatment of livestocknywhere on the
rodeo grounds shall be fined $250.00 for the first
offense, with that fine progressively doubling with any
offense thereafter.

R5.5.8 Apparent Injury during Competition. Should

a riding event animal show evidence of injury inflicted
by the contestant during competition, that contestant
will be fined $250.00 fothe first offense and $500.00
for the second offense. For the third and subsequently
reported offense, contestant will immmediately be
declared ineligible to compete for 30 days following the
incident. The number of offenses reported for a
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particular contstant will be start afresh with each rodeo
year.

CHAPTER 6
RIDING EVENTS

R6.0 Stock to bedrawn. All roughstock at Tour and
Region rodeosnust be drawn foatleast2 hours before
commencement abdeo orthe short garound or Finals
at a rodeo having finals. Failure for the contractor to
provide a stock list to be drawn from for each rough
stock eventn the time prescribedill result in a fine of
$100.000n the stock contractoirailure to draw for
stockat a finalshall result in a finef $100 eachon the
Contractor the Judgeand the Rodeo Committee.

R6.1 Markings. The rider and animal are to be marked
separately. Rider will be marked according to Hmav
ridesthe animal. Figures used in marking the riding
events shall range from zero t6 ger judge on both
bucking animal and rider. By using the full spread, the
total may reach a maximum of 100 points.

R6.2.Timing. All riding events shall be timed for eight
seconds, that time to start
shoulder passes the plaofethe chute gate. All riding

event contestants must complete the esgitond

qualification limit to be eligible for a marking.

R6.3Judgesd6 Of fiJudgeslintheladmdg i n g s
events at all INFR rodeos will submit to the arena

secretary their mankgs for all events for that

performance immediately following the completion of

the performance. These markings shall be termed the
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official markings when posted dfor verified by the
Judge and may not be changed once submitted.

R6.4 Use of Flags to Indcate Disqualification. Rodeo
judges will use flags to indicate a disqualification
violation. Judges are to also indicate disqualification
violations by hand signals.

R6.5 Holding On To the Gate. Any riding event
contestant who holds on to the chute gées
preventing the gate from being opened, after he has
indicated he is ready will be disqualified.

R6.6 General Rules for Bareback and Saddle Bronc

R6.6.1 Spur out Rule.To qualify for a marking,

bareback or saddle bronc rider must have the rowels of
the spurs touching the horse above the break of the
shoul ders when the horsesbd
its initial move out of the chute.

R6.6.2 Stalled Horsellf a horse stalls in the chute,
either judge shall tell the rider to take his feet ouhef
horseds neck and the spur o

R6.6.3 Disqualification for Failing to Abide By Rule.
Rider shall be disqualified
instructions to take feet from neck of horse stalled in

chute.

R6.6.4 Foul at the Gate If, in the opinion of the

judges, a rider is fouled at the gate, the spur out rule
will be waived.
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R6.7 Re-rides.

R6.7.1 Contestant May Not Influence Judge
Contestants shall not influence the judges by asking for
a reride at any time. Violation of thiile will result in

a fine.

R6.7.2 Judge Shall Inform Contestant of His
Options. If a reride is given, the judge shall inform
contestant of his marking, and an option of-aide.
Contestant may refuse thenide and take the marking.
Contestant mustatify judge immediately of his
decision to accept or reject the option upon learning
which animal would be used as aride and the time of
the reride.

R6.7.3 Circumstances Warranting a Reride.

R6.7.4 Discretion of Judge.Rerides will be given at
thediscretion of a judge. Reasons for possible rerides
include the following: if an animal stops or fouls rider,

stock contractors equipment fails, performance of

ani mal is inferior or. i f b
mandés own admmandidnotriignk theh e f |
animal properly. No reide will be given if a
contestantdos own equi pment

R6.7.5 Chute-Fighting Animal. If, in the opinion of

the judges, a rider makes two honest efforts on a €hute
fighting animal and is unabte call for the animal, he

may have a reide drawn for him.

R6.7.6 Flank Breaks in Bareback Riding Rider may
be given a reide on same horse if flank comes off or
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breaks. A bareback rider may have the option of a re
ride, or of accepting a marking if flank comes off the
animal, provided the contestant has completed a
qualified ride. A contestant will only have the option of
a reride if the flank comes off the animal and the
contestant did not complete a qualified ride, but was
gualified up to the point of the flank comindy.

R6.7.7 Flank or Halter Failure in Saddle Bronc

Riding. A saddle bronc rider may have the option of a
re-ride, or of accepting a marking if flank comes off the
animal, provided the contestant has completed a
gualified ride. A contestant will only hawthe option of

a reride if the flank comes off the animal and the
contestant did not complete a qualified ride, but was
qualified up to the point of the flank coming off. If a
flank comes off, rider may have-rele on saméorse.

If halter breaks, ridemay have a reide, provided
contestant has made a qualified ride up to the time the
halter breaks, and provided that the halas provided
by the stock contractor amtbes not belong to the
contestant.

R6.7.8 Animal Deliberately Throws ltself. If, in the
opinion of the judges, an animal deliberately throws
itself, the rider shall have the choice of the same animal
again or he may have an animal drawn for him from the
re-ride animals.

R6.7.9 Bull Riders Knocked Off at the Chute, or

Bull Falls. Riderswho are knocked off at the chute, or
whose bull falls, shall be entitled to aride.
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R6.7.10 Flank Comes Off a Bull.A bull rider may

have the option of a yede, or of accepting a marking,

if flank comes off the animal, provided the contestant
has conpleted a qualified ride. A contestant will only
have the option of a nede if the flank comes off the
animal, and the contestant did not complete a qualified
ride, but was qualified up to the point of the flank
coming off. The reride may be given on ¢ghsame

animal, if the stock contractor is willing, on ande
animal, if so requested by the contestant.

R6.8 Bareback Riding.

R6.8.1 OneHanded Rigging.Riding shall be done
with onehanded rigging.

R6.8.2 Rigging Requirements.Rigging shall be

leather and shall not be more than 10 inches in width at
the hanehold and not over 6 inches wide at the D ring.
Latigo cannot be blocked in the D ring. Riggings will
use a standard D ring to be setto sitflattwa s e 6 s
back when cinched. No freaks will b#owed. Only
rawhide may be used under the body of the Haoid.

There will be no rawhide restrictions with the exception
of no rawhide may be within 1 inch of the backluoé
rigging body excluding the D ring wrap which may be
no more than 2 inchegpurom the bottom of the body.
The rigging body must also be spread 9 inches apart at
the back of the rigging 4 inches down from the center.
The handle bars under the rigging body mudiapered
down to at least 1/4 inch at the end of the handle bar.
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R6.8.3 Cinches and Latigos Cinches on bareback
riggings shall be made of mohair or neoprene and shall
be at least 8 inches in width at the center, but may be
tapered to accommodate cinch D rings. Latigos must be
of leather only.

R6.8.4 No Quick Trips. No quick trips are allowed on
bareback riggings.

R6.85Ri der 6 sTh@&l aovied.er 6s gl ove
glove with no flaps, rolls, wedges or gimmicks. An

extra piece of leather may be used at the base of the

little finger only. It must be on the inside oktglove

and is not to extend out from the seam more than 5/8

R6.8.6 Use of Palm PieceA palm piece may be used
in glove, which will be at east 1 inch wide and 3 inches
long, and must be glued in.

R6.8.6 Use d Adhesives There will be no adhesive
material other thadry resinused on rigging or on
riderés gl ove. Benzoin may

R6.8.7 Disqualification of Rider. Any of the following
shall disqualify a rider:

A) Riding with rowels too sharp or locked;

B) Being bucked off; touching animal, equipment, or
personwith free hand

C) Rigging comes off horse, with or without breaking;
D) Violating the spur out rule;

E) Taking any kind of finger tuck, finger wrap, or use
of fingertape. Violators shall be disquiagdid and may
also be subject tafine;

F) If rider has been advised he is next to go, failing to
be abovehe animal with his glove on when previous
horse leaves the arena

R6.8.8 Spur Rowels. Spur rowels must have five or
more points. The first repodeoffense shall subject
contestant to a warning; every offense thereafter shall
result in an immediate fine.

R6.8.9 Unableto Free Hand. If, in the opinion of the
pickup men and/or stock contractor, a bareback rider is
unable to free his hand from thgging after a qualified
ride or after declaring by double grabbing, he shall be
fined $100. A contestant fouled or bucked off before or
after the whistle will not be finedJudges areequired

to report the offense.

R6.10 Saddle Bronc Riding.

R6.10.1 Contestant Saddle SpecificationsAll riding
must be done with saddles that meet the following
INFR specifications. Contestants not meeting these
specifications will be disqualified and declared
ineligible to compete for 30 days and subject to a fine

A) Rigging: Threeguarter double; front edge of D ring
must pull not further back than directly below center of
point of swell. Standard-E or ring-type saddle D ring
must be used, and cannot exce&l4binches outside
width measurement.

B) Swell UndercutNot more than 2 inchesl inch on
each side.

C) Gullet: Not less than 4 inches wide at center of fork
of covered saddle.
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D) Tree: Saddles must be built on INFaRproved tree
and must conform to the following specifications, with
a reasonable added thicleseof 1/2 inch for leather
covering: Fork 14 inches wigeleight 9 inches
maximum Gullet 53/4 inches wideCantle 5 inches
maximum height14inches maximum width.

E) Stirrup Leathers: Must be hung over bars.

F) No freaks allowed. Front cinch on bromaldles

shall be mohair, and shall be at least 8 inches in width
at the center, but may be tapered to accommodate cinch
D or rings. Latigos must be of leather only.

R6.10.2 Standard Halter. Stock contractors must
furnish their own halters and contestamtsst use them,
subject to approval of judges on fitness of halter.
Halters must have adjustable nose bands. Standard
halter must be used, unless agreement is made by both
contestant and stock contractor.

R6.10.3 Riding Rein. Riding rein and hand must be
same side.

R6.10.4 Saddling of HorsesHorses shall be saddled in
chute. Rider may cinch own saddle. Saddles shall not

be set too far ahead on hor
contractor or contestant has the right to call the judges

to pass on whether aot horse is properly saddled and
flanked to buck its best. Middle flank belongs to rider,

but contractor may have rider put flank behind curve of
horseds belly. FI ank cinch

R6.10.5 Disqualification of a Rider.Any of the
following shalldisqualify a rider:
A) Changing hands on rein.
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B) Losing or dropping rein before poesignated time.
C) Wrapping rein around hand.

D) Losing stirrup.

E) Touching animal, equipment or person with free
hand.

F) Riding with locked rowels, or rowels thatl\Wock
on spurs, and/or rowels not dulled.

G) Violating the spur out rule.

H) If a rider who has been advised he is next to go,
failing to be above the animal with his glove on, if
used, when previous horse leaves arena.

R6.10.6 Dry Resin may be used ochaps and saddle.
Anyone using any other foreign substance shall be
disqualified and declared ineligible to compete for 30
days; also subject to fine. (The judges will examine
clothing, saddle, rein and spurs, and exception will be
made if local rules ke it necessary for the covering of
spur rowels.)

R6.11Bull Riding.

R6.11.1 Riding: Riding to be done with one hand and
loose rope, with or without harttbld.

R6.11.2 No Knots or Hitches. No knots or hitches to
prevent rope from fallingff bull when rider leaves
bull.

R6.11.3 Bell. Rope must have bell. Bell must be under
belly of bull.
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R6.11.4 No Hooks or PostsHooks or posts shall not
be used on bull ropes.

R6.11.5Ring. A ring which is significantly larger than

the width of the rope may hesed on a bull rope.

However, under no circumstance can a contestant use a
ring and take a wrap. If a ring is used, no twists in the
rope are allowed. The rope must go through the ring,
then straight back across the palm. If the rope has not
fallen from te bull before the bull goes to the catch

pen, the rider may be subject to fine.

R6.11.6 Requirements for Marking. If rider makes a
qualified ride with any part of rope in riding hand, he is
to be marked.

R6.11.7 Contestant May Request Ruling on Whether
Bull Is Properly Flanked. Contestant will have the
right to request judges to determine whether or not the
bull is properly flanked to buck to best of its ability.

R6.11.8 No Bull Tails Under Flank Straps. No bull 6
tails will be allowed undeftank stiaps.

R6.11.9 Use of Horse Flanks in Bull Riding. Horse
flanks will be allowed in the bull riding provided that

the tail of the flank strap is not long enough to touch the
ground once pulled.

R6.11.10 No SharpRowels. Rider shall not use sharp
spurrowss.

R6.11L11Pul | i ng ContNMNosbrathan6s RO
two men may be on chute to pull contestants rope.
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R6.11.12Horn Specifications.No bull may be put in
the draw until his horns have been dulled and reduced
to specifications set forth.

R6.11.13 Disqualification of Rider: Any one of the
following shall disqualify a rider:

A) Being bucked off.

B) Touching animal, equipment or person with free
hand.

C) Using sharp spurs, or placing spurs or chaps under
the rope when rope is being tightened.

D) Not havinga bell on bull rope.

E) When a bull rider who has been advised he is next to
go isnot above the animal with his glove on when
previous bull leaves the arena.

F) Intentionally leaving the chute with spurs hooked or
lodged in the bull rope loop(s).

CHAPTER 7
TIMED EVENTS

R7.0 Stock to be Drawn. All timed event stock must
benumbered andrawn for at all Tour and Region
rodeos.lt is the responsibility of the Judges to draw for
stock at leas? hours before commencement tife

rodeo or finals where theiis a short go round finals
Failure to draw for stock shall result in a fine of
$100.00 eachonthe Contractqrthe Judgeand the
Rodeo Committee.

R7.0.1. OneLoop Rule. The one loop rule iall roping
eventsand the one jump rule in the Steer Wiiagtwill
be utilized for all Tour and Regional rodeos
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R7.1Barrier Rules.

R7.1.2Height. The height of the barrier in timed events
shall be from 3B6inchesmeasured at the center of
the box. Once the barrier height has been set for a
rodeo that hight must remain for the entire rodeo.

R7.1.3No Automatic Slack Catchers Automatic
slack catchers may not be used.

R7.1.4Side Pull Barrier. Barriers in the timed events
can either be a pole pull or a sigell barrier with
pulley and neck rope pullgnfrom side of chute.

R7.1.5Barrier Flag. The barrier flag must be on the
barrier instead of on the neck rope of the timed event
cattle whenever possible.

R7.1.6Barrier Equipment. The stock contractor of
record for each rodeo or the rodeo committee, as
agreed, shall be responsible for furnishing adequate
barrier equipment.

R7.1.7 Chutes.

R7.1.8 Automatic Trip Gate. All timed-event chutes
shall have an automatic trip gate with horizontal bars,
unless otherwise approved by the Director of Rodeo
Administration and the timed event representatives.

R7.1.9Clearance.The timed event chute must have at
least 28 inches clearance inside the chute and at the gate
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when in an opengsition for steer wrestling artdam
roping.

R7.1.10Measuring Tape The stock antractor or
rodeo committee shall ensure that an adequate
measuring tape shall be on hand for the barrier judge.

R7.1.11Length of Timed Event Box.Unless

otherwise approved by the Director of Rodeo
Administration, the box for each timed event must be at
least 16 feet in length and both boxes must be the same
length.

R7.1.12Lining for Timed Event Boxes.In order to
protect the contestantds ho
opposite the timed event chute of timed event boxes
shall either have a lower rail wdfi is no less than 3 ft.
above ground level and have no obstruction in the area
from ground level up to the lower rail; or be lined from
ground level up to a minimum of 3 ft. high with a solid
panel (metal or no less than 3/4 thick plywood). Box
pads areikewise required for each timed event box.
Failure to do so shall result in a fine to the rodeo
committee of $200.00 per performance or section of
slack.

R7.1.13 Numbering of TimedEvent Stock All
animals designated and drawn in a timed event will be
number brandear ear taggednd run in order of draw.

R7.2GeneratJudgesd6 Responsibilit
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R7.2.1 Change Barrier String.Barrier judge is
responsible for changing barrier string whenever it may
have been weakened, or on request of next contestant.

R7.2.2 Adjust Barrier Neck Rope Barrier judge shall
keep a record of the length of the barrier neck rope for
each performance and section of slack, to assure the
same start for contestants in each performance and
section of slack. Barrier judge shall asljthe length of
the neck rope when necessary.

R7.2.3 Inspect Barrier Equipment. Barrier equipment
must be inspected by the judge before each timed event.
If equipment is faulty, it must be replaced. Should

barrier break at any point other than designated
breaking point, the barrier judgball determine

whether the break was caused by the contestant. If
contestant obviously beats barrier, or barrier rope is
broken andstring is unbroken, barrier judge may assess
a 10second penalty against the contestant.

R7.2.4 Flag Start.If a barrier judge is used to flag the
start, he shall flag the an
crosses the starting line.

R7.2.5Prevent Tampering With Barrier Equipment.
Barrier judge shall ensure that no person can stand
close enough tbarrier or barrier equipment to tamper
with same.

R7.2.6 Placement of Flag Judgé-lag judge shall
position himself for tiedown roping at the end of the
arena, allowing him to come towards the roper. In steer
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wrestling and team roping, field judge shaltice
himself on the rightiand side of the timedvent box
when facing the timed event chutes.

R7.3 General- Competition Rules.

R7.3.0- A contestant should be allowed one fair
opportunity tocompete on the animal drawn for him.
Judge must verify thdhe correct animal is in the chute
for the contestant getting ready to compete.

R7.3.1 Score lineAny score line over 18 ft. must be
approved by the Director of Rodeo Administration at
the time of rodeo approvallhe judges have the
discretion to sethe score line in relation to the size of
the arena.

R7.3.2 Breaking Through Barrier. Contestants shall
start from behind a barrier. A i€&cond penalty will be
added for breaking or beating the barrier.

R7.3.3Breaking Plane of Barrier. A contestant mus

be on his/her horse and his/her horse must break the
plane of the barrier with his draw breaking the plane of
the score line before he/she is allowed to compete.

R7.3.4Barrier Flag Must Operate. In order for time
to be considered official, barrier §anust operate.

R7.3.5Barrier Failure. If barrier fails to work but the
flag operates correctly and time is recorded, contestant
or team will receive that time. Barrier penalty will be
waived unless barrier is obviously beaten by contestant.
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R7.3.6 Failure of Official Time to Start. If official

time has not started, contestant or team will receive
stock which contestant originally drew if contestant has
qualified on that stock. If barrier was obviously beaten,
the barrier penalty will be applied to therun.

R7.3.7Contestant Is Fouled.

R7.3.8 Fouled by Barrier. If, in the opinion of the
barrier judge, a contestant is fouled by the barrier, the
contestant shall be entitled to a rerun on his original
stock, provided that contestant declares immediately

R7.3.9Animal Which Escapes from Chute or Pen.
During any performance/slack, if an animal in a timed
event escapes the chutes or pens before it is called for
by contestant, or if the flag fails to work and stock is
brought back, contestant must takeneaanimal over,
during or immediately after the same performance or
section of slack.

R7.3.10Ground Rule Where Extra Automatically
Replaces Escaped Animal.If a rodeo is specially
approved with a ground rule whereby the extra in a paid
performance autoatically replaces an escaped animal,
that escaped animal then becomes the extra for that pen
and is returned to the herd for that run and subsequent
runs.

R7.3.11 Drawn Animal Becomes Sick or Crippled If

an animal that is drawn in a pen in a timed event
becomes sick or crippled before it is competed on, a
judge must pass on the animelability to be used

before it can be shipped or replaced in the draw. In that
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instance, that animal is to be removed from the draw (or
herd) for the remainder of the ramldf the animal is

injured prior to competition but the injury is not

detected until after the run has started, contestant must
declare immediately and must not compete on that
animal. Contestant will receive a rerun on a different
animal.

R7.3.12 Animal Escaping From Arena.ln any timed
event, if an animal escapes from the arena, the field
judge will drop his flag and all watches will be stopped.
Contestant will receive his original animal with a-lap
andtap start. Time already accumulated will be added
to time used to complete the qualifying run. If time is
not recorded, the contestant will receive a 10 second
penalty for any jump or any loop used.

R7.3.13 Escape With Rope on Animal If a rope is on
animal when animal escapes from the arena, contestant
will receive the same animal with a lapd tap start,

with the rope on it in chute. Any accumulated time shall
be added to time used to complete the qualifying run. If
time is not recorded, the contestant will receive a 10
second penalty for any jump amaloop used.

R7.3.14 Returning Animals. An animal that must be
returned will be returned by the arena director and the
labor crew during, or at the end of, that performance or
section of slack. A minimum of three animals will be
brought back together. €hdecision as to when stock
will be rerun will be made by arena director.

R7.3.15 Request for Change in Order of
Performance If splitting of horses is necessary and
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contestant wishes to request a change in the
performance competition order, such a reguasst be
made to the arena secretary or the tiraeent chute

boss. Contestants can only be moved far enough to
accommodate the split on a horse. Violation of this rule
shall result in a fine.

R7.3.16 Compete in Order Drawn. In all sections of

the timedevents, the original position order must be
maintained, unless contestants are riding the same horse
and their positions must be split. In such case, the first
contestant drawn for a position not riding this horse

shall be moved up to the position to bétspnless the
judges authorize a further split because of arena
conditions.

R7.3.17 No Consecutive Runs on Same Horsén

timed events, provided there are other qualified horses
on the rodeo grounds, no consecutive runs shall be
allowed on the same h@xsor horses, unless approval is
granted by the arena director, arena boss and/or stock
contractor.

R7.3.20 Contestant May Dismiss Individuals from

Box. Within the confines of the timeevent box, it is

the privilege of a contestant to dismiss someoom fr

the box or have up to three persons in the box for
assistance. He may instruct the judge to either remove
or allow other people in the box.

R7.3.21 Cattle Pusher. The individual pushing the

cattle in the timed events cannot leave the mouth of the
chuteuntil the animal has crossed the score line.
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Penalty for failure to abide by this rule will be a $25.00
fine charged to the contestant.

R7.3.22 Horses Allowed in Box.Only the horses
needed during actual competition in the event will be
allowed in the bres during any timed event. Offender
is subject to a $25.00 fine for the first offense, with that
offense progressively doubling thereatfter.

R7.3.23 Recoiled or Rebuilt Rope.In roping events, a
dropped rope that must becoiled and/or rebuilt shall
be onsidered a thrown ropBlO second loop will be
allowed or second attempt at a jump of a steer.

R7.3.24 Neck Ropes Must Be Tied With String Neck
ropes must be tied with string. No metal snaps, elastics
or hardware shall be used on neck ropes in the timed
events. Adjustable slide shall be used on all neck ropes
for cattle used in the timed events.

R7.3.25 Liners. A liner must be used in the tdlown
ropingand break away ropingLiner must maintain the
same position for all competitions.

R7.3.26 Judgesand Timers. There shall be at least
two timers, a barrier judge and a field flag judge. Time
shall be determined between two flags.

R7.3.27 Competition Must Be From Same BoxAll
timed-event contestants must compete from the same
box designated for the@vent:

A) Team Roping Header must start from left box (as
viewed fromthe box facinghe arena); Heeler must
start from right box;
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B) Steer Wrestling Steer Wrestler must start from left
box; Hazer must start from right box;

C) Tie-down Roping right box must be usedAé
viewed from the box facing the arena.)

R7.3.28 Failure of Animal to Pull Neck Rope.In the
timed events, if an animéils to break the neck rope
and time is officially started by the contestant, that
animal belongs to the contestaHowever, if time is
started by the animal and contestant (calf roper, steer
wrestler and hazer, or header and heeler) remains
behind the plane of the barrier for approximately 10
seconds, that animal should be considered a sulking
animal and replaced ug themissdraw procedure.

R7.4 Arena Personnel.

R7.4.1 Interference by Arena Personnellf any arena
personnel (pickup men, clowns, announcers, etc.)
interfere with a timed event competition, the contestant
may, at the discretion of the judge, receavesrun
providing he/she has made a qualified run up to the
point of interference and contestant declares him/her
self at time of interference.

R7.5 Score lines.

R7.5.1 Score line LengthsAll score line lengths are to
be set by the Judges and/or thenar director, in
accordance with the official rodeo rules, unless
otherwise approved at time of rodeo approval. In all
cases, score line lengths of 18 feet or more must be
approved at time of rodeo approval. The event
representativer the judgemay, at his discretion and
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prior to the start of the initial competitipapprove the
lengthening or shortening of the score line by no more
than 1 foot over official rodeo rule guidelines
depending on the size of the are@ace the score line
has been set, it shalot be changed at that rodeo, nor
shall the length of the box be changed.

R7.5.2 Tiedown Roping.In the tiedown roping, at
indoor rodeos, the length of score will be the length of
the box minus 3 feedr, can be set at the discretion of
the judge depaling on the size of the arenkhe
minimum length of score at outdoor rodeos will be the
length of the roping box minus 2 feer as determined
by the judge in his discretion depending on the size of
the arena.

R7.5.3 Steer Wrestling In steer wrestlingat all

rodeos, the score may be no longer than the length of
the steer wrestling box minus fhamda-half feet in the
case of a steer wrestling box which is less than or equal
to eighteen feet, or minus six feet in the case of a steer
wrestling box whib is greater than eighteen fedihe
judge has the discretion to adjust the score line
depending on the size of the arena.

R7.5.4 Team Roping.The minimum length of the team
roping score line shall be the length of the box minus 2
feet. The judge has thdiscretion to adjust the score
line depending on the size of the arena.

R7.6 Tie-down Roping.

R7.6.1 General RequirementsContestant must rope
calf, dismount, throw calf by hand and cross and tie any
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three legs. To qualify as legal tie, there shalableast

one wrap around all three legs and a-hétith. If calf is
down when roper reaches it, the calf must be let up to
his feet and be thrown by h
the calf when calf falls; calf is considered thrown by
hand. Rope must kabcalf until roper gets hand on calf.
Three legs must remain crossed and tied for six
seconds, as timed by the judge, from the time the rope
horse takes his first step forwaatfter the roper has
remounted, until approved by the judge. Roper must not
touch calf after signaling that he is finished until after
the judge has completed his examination. Rope must
remain slack until field judge approves the tie. Unless
instructed to do so by the judge, roper will be
disqualified for removing rope from calf afteignaling

for time, until the tie has been passed on by the field
judge. I n the event a conte
calf after completion of tie, the seecond time period

is to start when roper clears calf. Flag judge must watch
calf during the si second period and will stop watch
when a calf kicks free, using the time shown on the
watch to determine whether calf was tied long enough
to qualify.

If tie becomes illegal by calf kicking, or calf gets to his
feet before tie has been approved by tiuge, he

roper will be marked no time.

R7.6.2 One Loop Permitted. Only oneloop will be
permitted, catctascatchcan, andshould the roper

miss he must retire and will bmarked no time. Roping
the calf without releasing the loop from the hand is not
permitted.No roper shall be allowed to use two loops.
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R7.6.3 Time Limit. There will be a 25econd elapsed
time limit in the tiedown roping. A whistle indicating

no time shall be blown by the timer at the end of the 25
second span. Roping a calf aftee 25second whistle
has sounded shall be an offense for mistreatment of
animals. This rule shall not apgy legal ties

completed in less than 25 seconds but which, due to a
penalty, are recorded as having taken more than 25
seconds.

R7.6.4 No Draggirg of Calf. A neck rope must be used
on the horse, in additicio keeper if keeper is used.
Contestant must adjust rope and reins in a manner that
will prevent horse from dragging calf. Contestant must
receive no assistance of any kind from outside. If the
horse drags the calf at least five feet, field judge may
stop horse. The fine for unintentionally dragging a calf
five feet but less than ten feet shall be $25.00. The fine
for unintentionally dragging a calf ten feet or more shall
be $100.00. Intentionalldragging a calf, regardless of
distance, shall result in a $250.00 fine for each offense,
plus possible disqualification. Intentional shall be
defined as caused by contestant.

R7.7 Steer Wrestling.

R7.7.1 General RequirementsAfter catching steer,

wrestler must change direction or bring steer to a stop

and twist it down. If steer is accidentally knocked

down, or thrown by wrestler
the ground, it must be let up on all four feet and then
thrown. Steer will be considered downlpwhen it is

lying flat on its side, or on its back, with all four feet

and head facing the same direction. Wrestler must have
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hand on steer when flagged. The fairness of catch and
throw will be determined by the judges.

R7.7.1.10ne Jump Rule All Steer Wrestles may
only jump one time durinthe Steer wrestling. An
attempt (wher¢he Steer Wrestler does not leave his
horse) to jump does not constitute a jump.

R7.7.2 Loose Steerlf steer gets loose after wrestler
has jumped from the horse, wrestlesiyniake no more
than one step to catch steer.

R7.7.3 Furnish Hazer and HorsesContestant must
furnish own hazer and horses. Steer must be caught
from horse. Only one hazer allowed.

R7.7.4 No AssistanceHazer must not render any
assistance to contestanmihile contestant is working

with steer. Failure to observe this rule will disqualify
contestant. Contestant and hazer must use the same two
horses with which they leave chute.

R7.7.5 Addition of Fresh SteersFresh steers may be
added to the herd aftdray have been bulldogged from
horseback and thrown down. It is the responsibility of
steer wrestlers tthrow the cattle, at a time mutually
agreed upon with the stock contractor.

R7.7.6 Limit on Use of Steer Wrestling CattleCattle

used for team ropingr other events shall not be used
for steer wrestling.
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R7.7.7 After Completed Run.Contestant is required
to turn steers head so it can stand up after time has been
recorded.

R7.7.8 Time Limit. There will be a 6&econd elapsed
time limit in the steer westling. A whistle indicating no
time shall be blown by the timer at the end of the 60
second span. This rule shall not apply to legal throws
completed in less than 60 seconds but which, due to a
penalty, are recorded as having taken more than the 60
secads.

R7.7.9 Fresh Steers Thrown Down if Missed in
Competition. If fresh steers are missed in the steer
wrestling, any steer missed in competition must be
thrown down immediately following the performance

or section of slack in which the steer was drawthS
steer shall be thrown down by a person appointed by
the steer wrestling event representative. Each steer
missed in competition is to be thrown no more than one
time.No Seer Wrestler may have a secquohp at a

steer during a Tour and Region Rodeo.

R7.8 Dally Team Roping.

R7.8.1 General RulesEach contestant will bdlawed

to carry only one ropét all one two or morego round
rodeos, only two loops per team shall be allowed (one
loop at each end). Roping steers without turning loose
the loop wil be considered no catcFhe heademust

R7.8.2Header/Heeler Championship Points.
Championship points in the header category will be
awarded only to the contestant who entered as the
header; likewise, Championship pointghe heeler
category will be awarded only to the contestant who
entered as the heeler.

R7.8.3Barriers. All headers shall start from behind a
barrier. A 108second penalty will be added for breaking
or beating a barrier.

R7.8.4Requirements for Roping.Field judge shall

drop flag when steer is roped by its head and heels, and
both horses are facing steer in line with ropes dallied

and tight. Horseds front fe
ropers must be mounted for flag to drop. Steer must be
standing up wheroped by head and heeldeeler wo

is 50years oldor olderis allowed to tie on. Tie on

ropers must use a quick release on their ropes.

R7.8.5Throwing Heel Loop. The direction of the

steers body must be changed before the heel loop can
be thrown. Howesr, if the steer stops, it must only be
moving forward for the heel loop to be legal. Any heel
loop thrown before the completion of the initial switch
will be considered a crossfire and no time will be
recorded.

R7.8.6 Steer Roped by One Hornlf steer s roped by
one horn, roper is not allowed to use his hands to
remove loop or put loop over other horn or head.
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R7.8.7Heeler Roping Front Foot.If the heeler ropes a
front foot or feet in the heel loop, this is a foul catch.
Neither contestant may remotres front foot or feet
from the loop by hand. However, should the front foot
or feet come out of the heel loop by the time the field
judge drops his flag, time will be official.

R7.8.8Legal Head CatchesThere will be only three
legal head catches:

a) Around both horns.

b) Half a head.

R7.8.91llegal Head Catches.The following shall be
illegal head catches:

R7.8.10Heel Catches.

R7.8.11Behind Both Shoulders Any heel catch
behind both shoulders is legal if rope goes up heels.

R7.8.120ne Hind Foot. One hind foot receives a five
second penalty.

R7.8.13Inspection of CatchesAny questions at
catches in this contest will be decided by the judges. If
a field judge tells the header to hold the steer so the
field judge may inspect the head catch, and the header
does not do so, the team may receive-time.
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R7.8.14Time Limit. There will be @30-second elapsed
time limit in the team roping. A whistle indicating no
time shall be blown by the timer at the end of the 30
second span. This rule shall not apply to legal catches
completed in less than 30 seconds but which, due to a
penalty, are recded as having taken more than 30
seconds.

R7.8.15 Partner Turns OutAt a Tour Rodeo.

R7.9 Equal Size and Weight ofTimed Event Stock
General. All timed event stock must be of equal size
and weight. The stock contractor will be subject to a
fine if timed event stock is not equal such that it
becomes an unfair competition (drawing contest).

R7.10 Fresh Timed Event Stock All fresh imed
event stock must be run down the arena before the
commencement of the rodeo.

R7.9.7 The judge will flag the contestant when the rope
breaks away from the horn and time will be taken.

However, if the rope should dally around the horn, the
contestant may ride forward, wally the rope, and then
stop her horse to make the rope break away.
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R7.9.9 Anything not covered by the above rules will be

R7.9.10A rodeo may have a spotter designated by the
judges for the ladies breakaway roping.

R7.10 Ladies Barrel Racing

R7.10.2It shall be the responsibility of the flag judge to
ensure that the timers are dgabefore allowing
contestant to compete.

R7.10.3Contestants will be assessed a five second
penalty for knocking over a barrel.

R7.10.4Contestant will be disqualified for breaking the
pattern, or not being ready tontest when name is
called.Touchinga barrel is permitted.

R7.10.5Should barrel be knocked over and it sets up on

opposite end, the five second penalty will be assessed.
Barrel must be set back on mark by the judge.
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R7.10.6Two or more contestants are not allowed to
ride the same horshiring the sameodeo,go round or
finals.

R7.10.71f horse falls or similar incident occurs, the
contestant cannot have a rerun.

R7.108 All contestants shall enter the arena through
one or more gasadesignated by the judge prior to the
barrel race.Any contestant entering the arena through
any other gate other than the ones designated by the
judge will be disqualified.

R7.1011 The field flagger must remain in the same
location for the duration of the barrel race for the entire
rodeo. The judge whis not flagging is responsible for
re-setting tipped over barrels.

R7.1012 A $10.00 fee will be collected from every
barrel racing contestant at each rodeo for the electric
eye This fee is instead of a stock chardkthe

electric eye fails to wérand hand times are used, the
$10.00 fee is to go into an electric eye futmpe used
towards replacement or repair of the electric eye.

R7.1013Where there is junior barrel racing the Ladies
Barrel Racing will be run before the junior barrel racing
event at all rodeos and slack.

R7.10141f the electric eye malfunctions and the rodeo

is paid off in hanfimanualtimes, timeswill be recorded
in hundredths
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R7.1015All contestants shall run with an opgateor
a closed gate, but not either and wieetbr not the gate
is open or closed shall be determined by the Rodeo
Committee or the judges.

R7.1016 Therewill be no circling horses in the arena.
One spin or pivot in either direction is acceptable.
When contestants are not required to run in and o
they must keep forward motion toward the first barrel,
prior to crossing score line. Violators to be reported by
judge and $25.00 fine imposed.

R7.11 RERUNS

R7.11.1Reruns will not be given on an individuadsis
due to ground conditions. If grodrconditions are such
that a rerun would be granted, the barrel racing should
be stopped and all contestants in the section(s) be
granted a reruby the judgesvhen ground conditions

are corrected. A section is defined as the maximum
number of contestanis a performancer any number

of contestants in a rake. Each contestant shall have the
option to rerun or keep her recorded time. No penalties
will be carried over to the rerun. The secretaries,
judges and all other officials shall try to notify
contestants of the rerun. However, lack of notification
shall not be grounds to change the results.

R7.11.2When rerun is given, the section will be run in
the order originally drawn and the time for the rerun
will be set by the judge with a time span of 3bates.
No penalties will be carried over to the rerun.
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R7.11.3If electric eye and backup times are missed a
rerun will be awardeds perR7.11.2with no penalties
assessed.

R7.11.4A rerunwill be awardedf someone or some
animal interferes with theun. Reruns to bim
accordance witlR7.11.2.

R7.11.5 Should the barrels not be placed on the
markers, or the electric eye and the flag judge not be in
correct place, things must be put in correct order and all
contestants who ran on the incorrect seumust be

rerun with no penalties assessed. Judges shall set the
time for rerun.

R7.12 BARREL RACING SLACK

R7.12.1 If any barrel race sections are not a part of a
paid performance, the order of events provided by the
INFR Central Entry Office shallébfollowed.

R7.12.2 At leastsixty (60) minutesmust be given

between runs whego round begins or ends in the same
slack.

R7.13 DISQUALIFICATION FOR BARREL
RACING

R7.13.1 ntestant will be disqualified for not being
ready to contest whamame iscaled.

R7.13.2 Contestant will be disqualified farreaking
thecloverleafpattern.
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R7.13.3 Contestaninust be mounted on her horse
when she crosses the finish line.

R7.13.4 Any disqualification of a contestant must be
noted in the judg® card of thefficiating judge with a
note as to reason.

R7.14 Electric Eye Timer

R7.14.1 Complete electric eye timshallbe usedat

all Tour and Region rodeguustwo stop watches to be
operated manually to be used as back up. The electric
eye timer must be loled up by a flag judge who will
stand directly behind one timer post in the arena.

Timers will record the times that appear on the electric
eye controlled readout disregarding the thousandth and
recording the times in hundredths. Timers will also
recordthe average time from the hand held stop
watches in hundredths in the place so designated on the
ti merds sheet. their respectise wi | |
times from the stopwatches.

R7.14.2 The timer posts in the arena will be placed on
the permanentlynarked spots on the score line. At no
time will the electric eye be set inside the pattern of the
first two barrels.

R7.14.3 If an electric eye timer malfunctions f650%
plus 1of any onego-round then flag times will be used
for entirego-round Every effort shall be made to make
the electric eye work or replace the eye for the
remaining go rounds.
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R7.14.4 The hand time will be used in the event the
electric eye malfunctions in an isolated run or situation
and will be recorded ihundredths

R7.14.5 The flag judge shall stand directly behind the
electric eye and shall flag the barrel horse at the nose at
both the start and finish line. The start and finish line
are the same.

R7.14.6 When the electric eye is used, both flag times
andelecr c eye times will be ke

R7.15Ground Conditions

R7.151 It shall be the responsibility of the rodeo
committee to ensuredhthe ground conditions fail
events and thbarrel racing at any Towr Region
rodeoare satisfactoryThefactors that will determina
safe and good qualityust be agreed upon by the
Judges, Barrel &ing director, Arena director and
Stock Contractor Poor ground conditions or failure to
keep ground conditions ofsaf standardior the event
during the rodeshall result in the rodeo committee
being fined in an amount of not more tt&B00.00for
each infraction each dayhe Judgs, Barrel Racing
Directoror Board membe®renaDirectorand Stock
Contractorare the oly individuals who will hold
authority to stop or deyea rodeo based upagmnound
conditions.

R7.151 Cancellation of Barrel Racing. In the event
the barrel racing event is cancelled due to poor ground
conditions, the purse shall be returned to theood
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committee, minus any and all fines, and the entrance
fees returned to the contestants.

R7.15.2Running Starts and Running Out in the

Barrel Racing. Contestants are allowed a running

start. Gate(s) must be safe and fair for all contestants. If
the gatds centrally located, contestamust keep

forward motion toward the first barrel. If a side gate or
corner gate, a spin or pivot is acceptable in either
direction. If arena gate is to be used as a center gate and
contestant is required to run in, therepattern should

be situated in such a manraeris centered to the gate

with the first and second barrel equal distance from the
gat erunodto fal | ey may be incl u
stopping distance, when necessary, or wheveeall

length or thearena doesot allow for forty five(45)

Judging seminars will be provided by the INFR office
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to qualify individuals and include certification by INFR
Supervisor of Pr@fficials. No Judge may be a
competing contestant at a tour rodeo or the Indian
National Finals Rodeo nor may they beckt

contractors at either evemtny Judge who is impaired

by alcohol ordrugsat a rodeo he is workingill be
dismissed and disqualified from further selection for the
remaining season and will be put on probation status for
up to 5 years. No judge will b@asidered oselected to
work the Indian National Finals should they be judges
of any other minor national Indian rodemanizations

not recognized by the INER

A. All Judges must be certified in order to work at a
INFR Tour RodeoTour rodeo judges mustb
approved by the INFRThe INFR Headquarters
Office will determine which Judges will work at
each Tour Rodeo.

B. All Tour Rodeo Judges will be paid by the INFR for
INFR Tour Rodeos. No Committees or Regions
shall be responsibléor the selection and payme
of Judgesat a Tour Rodeo event.

R8.2 Judges at Region RodeosRodeo committees
at all Region rodeowill make all reasonablefforts to
uselNFR approved oWrangler orsimilarly qualified
and experienced judgefegion rodeoydgesmust be
approedby the Region Directors and Officers.

R8.3 Judges to be Familiar with all Events and

INFR Rules. Judges are expected to knend be
familiar with the INFR Bylaws and RulesBoth or all
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judges working a Tour or Region rodemist know how
to judge oth timedandrough stock events

R8.4 General. Judges at Tour or Region rodeos
cannot be&competing contestang same rodeos ely

are judging. Judges who fail to complete their duties or
who quit during an event will be subject to fine or
disqualification by the INFR Commissioio judge

will be paid until all records are certified by both the
Rodeo Secretary and Regional Representativdges
must stay at all Tour rodeos till pay out are completed.
